

Highley Parish Council
Parish Council meeting held on Tuesday 2nd October at 7pm in the Severn Centre, Highley.

Present: Cllrs G Court (Chairman), D Thakrar, T Holford, A Honeybrourne,              R Honeybourne, D Bayley, P Atkinson, J Marshall, D Tremellen, N Barker.

00. Parishioners Time (15 minutes):
No parishioners present.
 Declaration of any disclosable pecuniary interest in a matter to be discussed at the meeting. 01.  Apologies for absence:

Local Clerk Freda Morris sent apologies and it was agreed that Cllr Barker take the minutes.

Cllr Tremellen was not happy for apologies without explanation of ‘personal’. Discussions took place as to what was acceptable as ‘personal’. RESOLVED to accept apologies – 1 abstention, 8 for.

Response from Halo re: community facilities – email sent to Cllrs. Cllrs thought it regretful the cafe was closing and felt it would be good to have one in the future. To monitor process on opening date of new café.
Village laybys – update, if available

Businesses  have written letters to JC if there was time.

Promised 2 years ago to look into this. Orchard Street car park should be 2 disabled parking spaces. Investigate date of last contact and ask SC for update.

Cllr Court asked for Miners Clock to be put on the next agenda.

Vicarage Lane footpath – Cllr R Honeybourne requested that Richard Knight, SC, is asked for an update on this. 
04. Correspondence

Shropshire Council – notice of Temporary road closure – New England Lane – 18th October 2018

SALC – Fundamentals training – 25th October – Much Wenlock – no disabled access. Cllr Marshall wished to attend and Cllr Brooks was unable to attend due to there being no disabled access. RESOLVED to write to SALC saying that having no disabled access was not acceptable and that Cllr Brooks was unable to attend as a result.

05. Planning 
If any received after issue of agenda:
No discussion – correspondence shows plans already accepted.

06. – Memorial – Cllr. Bache – to look at and agree suitable memorial for Cllr. D. Bache. RESOLVED to leave this for next agenda.
07. Churchyard Burial Grounds – Report from meeting and terms of reference for Sub Committee – notes forwarded last month – any update received.

Cllrs A Honeybourne and R Honeybourne left the room for this item.
· Nock Deighton requested to give quote for valuation of land. Landowners will not accept a quote for agricultural land they want development land price. Land is not up for sale but if the PC gets a quote then the landowners will inform the PC if the offered is acceptable - stated over £100k which is over PC budget. Suggested to decide cap but expressed desire to gain quote and take cost to public consultation and consider costs v views of parishioners.

· We are waiting for Hereford Diocese to inform Mike of decision on land and the Church round.

· We would have to pay more than what land is currently worth so will have to go to public consultation.
· Suggested to find land in Highley suitable for burial, but we need to hear back from the Church with regards to church land for burial first.

· Proposed by Cllr Bailey to put this as an item on the Annual Parish meeting next year (April 2019).

· Cllr Holford recalled original SAMDev plan land identified for development.

RESOLVED to ask Nock Deighton to give a quote on the land adjacent to Churchyard.

Cllrs A Honeybourne and R Honeybourne returned to the room.

08. Village Maintenance – Report from meeting/Engagement of Lenghthsman – notes forwarded last month:
Discussions took place regarding word ‘lengthsman’ for avert. Cllr Court proposed ‘Village Maintenance person’. RESOLVED to accept this suggestion.

Proposed by Cllr Bayley that the role should be advertised for 10 hours per week @ £10 per hour, seconded by Cllr Thakra. RESOLVED to ask Clerk/Locum Clerk to advertise this role.

09. Police and Crime Commissioner – Smart water Scheme – email copy sent to all 

Councillors last month.
Chairman stated that the PC could not re-charge for Smartwater to parishioners. Cleobury Mortimer’s experience has been positive – Police stated crime reduction has occurred in areas where Smartwater is used. Proposed by Cllr Court, seconded by Cllr R Honeybourne to obtain number of properties and ask for a quote for Smartwater from the Police. There was one abstention 9 in favour.
10. Remembrance Day Parade/Commemorations/Silent Soldier – Cllr. Court.  To consider parade and other forms of Remembrance including any expenditure agreement

· Chairman will lay the wreath on Remembrance Day.

· Cllr Bayley showed photos of Silent Soldiers and explained options - £250 each. Cllr Marshall to find out ow much poppies for lampposts are. RESOLVED to donate the same as last year for the wreath.
· Marching Brass Band to confirm Mike Harris – welcome any Council input.

· Mike and George are sending invitations out to local clubs/organisations for joining the parade.

· Cllr Holford said the PC should notify Highley Band that it will not be required. Voted all in favour.

· Proposed to order 3 Silent Soldiers – North, South and middle of Village (Air, Land and Sea). Chairman proposed, seconded by Cllr Thakrar to get quote to install for maintenance from Company who maintains bus shelter. RESOLVED to delegate to Intermediate Committee to take final decision.
· Cllr Marshall mentioned poppy waterfall.

11. Christmas lights:
Turnocks are very busy and cannot fix the lights until February 2019. £504 inc. VAT to fix 2 lights.

Xmas tree lights are okay for this year but if any are broken we have no new lights.

Cllr Thakrar proposed and Cllr Bayley seconded to approve the quote.

12.  B4555 – condition

Cllr Tremellen confirmed that he had been told that the Knowle Sands road to be rebuilt Xmas/Jan/Feb 2019. Stretch of road from Kings Arms to Highley is in front of the queue. When work is taking place they have agreed to keep Halfway House open – will take 6 weeks of road closures.
Cllr Tremellen stated that the basis of obtaining grans from Government depends on certain criteria not local need or wishes.

Request clarification of letter to Peter Nutting and his response following concerns of parishioners at Annual parish meeting.

Steve Brown promised report of state of B4555 at recent Kinlet LJC meeting but we have not received it.

Chair to request copy of report of proposals to repair/maintain B4555 and circulate.

Standing Orders suspended at 9pm to carry on with meeting.

13. Chelmarsh PC – invitation to nominate 2 Cllrs to meet regarding B4555 and the plans proposed at The Astbury to attend a meeting to be agreed with Consultants.

Meeting with developers a few weeks ago – Councillors attended – to hear developers proposals of 300 chalets, outside pool, bar. Concerns by several – current conditions of Chelmarsh bank and increased traffic on B4555.

Cllrs attended the Chelmarsh PC meeting and at that meeting it was resolved for 2 Highley Cllrs to join a working party to explore these issues:

· State of road

· SatNav sending people to Borle Mill

· Increased traffic

Planning application is due in October.

RESOLVED that Cllr Court and Holford will attend with Cllr Thakrar as reserve. Cllr Tremellen will attend as Shropshire Cllr. Agreed they will take notes and report back to full council.
