An ordinary meeting of revenue and Resources Committee was held on Tuesday 22nd October 2024 at 6.30pm.

01 Apologies for absence and reasons for absence All present.
02.To confirm the minutes of the meeting dated Wednesday 3rd April 2024 it was RESOLVED TO ACCEPT the minutes of the previous meeting as a true record.
03. To share details of current bank statements and new holding accounts. Councillor Vinall agreed to transfer the Youth Fund to the new subsidiary account and all other bank accounts were ACCEPTED AS A TRUE RECORD
04. To agree to transfer actual Neighbourhood Fund amount to NF subsidiary account. It was RESOLVED TO ACCEPT to have £49,604 in the Neighbourhood Fund subsidiary account.
05. To request £85,000 added to a separate account to safeguard public money under banking guidance. It was RESOLVED TO ACCEPT that Cllr Rodgers work with Clerk in securing an instant access account suitable to hold up to £85,000.
06. To analyse six-monthly figures against budget. It was RESOLVED to ACCEPT these accounts which are now verified by the internal auditor at the end of September.
07. To request Christmas lighting budget be allocated to street light replacements. It was RESOLVED to ACCEPT to channel the £10,000 budget into replacement of the three streetlights identified and installation of Christmas lights (without new purchases) 
08. To request expenditure for bus stops, benches and bowser in preparation for 2025. It was RESOLVED to ACCEPT Clerk a maximum budget of £4,500 for bus stops and benches to be refurbished and £250 for hose pipe and repairs to bowser before next season.
09. To begin planning budget for next financial year to be finalised December 2024. A spreadsheet will be shared electronically, and budget will be discussed at the next meeting.

It was also RESOLVED to ACCEPT the following actions to be undertaken by Clerk:
- Query CIL money figures on document received from place plan team.
-Clerk/AR delegated to create instant access account for £85,000 transfer to safeguard public money.

- LightWire quote to be shared once received and actioned for new lampposts within budget.
-EE mobile to be cancelled and SIM only £5 p/m to be instated in Clerks personal mobile as a separate account keeping HPC’s contact number.

-Salary payment to be paid regularly on the last working day of the month as opposed to fluctuating from meeting dates.

-Clerk training ILCA progress report and permission for CILCA and FILCA qualifications granted.

-Arrange for Bowser refurbishment and contract for bus stops and benches upgrades.
